Within each activity children learn to:
Tune into sounds (auditory discrimination)
Listen to and remember sounds (auditory memory and sequencing)
Talk about sounds (developing vocabulary and language comprehension).

	Children will be encouraged to use their knowledge of the letter sounds to blend and sound out words. For example, they will learn to blend the sounds s-a-t to make the word sat. They will also start learning to segment words. Fred talk

 
Children will also learn the letter names using an alphabet song, although they will continue to use the sounds when decoding words. By now they should be able to recognise all these sounds and read them in words. They should also be able to experiment with spelling words such as chat, shut, chip, mash, pink, king

When children start Set 2 of the RML phonics programme, they will know a grapheme for each of the 26 phonemes. 
Children will be able to blend phonemes to read CVC (consonant-vowel-consonant) 
words and segment in order to spell them. Children will also have begun reading straightforward two-syllable words and simple captions, as well as reading and spelling red words.

	Children entering Set 2 will already be able to read and spell words with adjacent consonants, such as trap, string and flask and be able to spell them. They will also be able to read and spell polysyllabic words such as bonfire, playing, shouting. With practice, speed at recognising and blending graphemes will improve. Word and spelling knowledge will be worked on extensively.
	At this stage Y2 should be able to spell words phonemically although not always correctly. 
In Set 3 and Comprehension stage the main aim is for children to become more fluent readers and more accurate spellers.
