° Use charcoal and a rubber to draw tone.

° Draw a map to illustrate a journey.
Separate wool fibres ready to make felt.
Lay wool fibres in opposite directions to make felt.
Roll and squeeze the felt to make the fibres stick together.
Add details to felt by twisting small amounts of wool.
Choose which parts of their drawn map to represent in their ‘stained
glass’.
Overlap cellophane/tissue to create new colours.
Draw a design onto a printing polystyrene tile without pushing the
pencil right through the surface.
° Apply paint or ink using a printing roller.
° Smooth a printing tile evenly to transfer an image.

Using light and dark colours next to
each other creates contrast.

Three dimensional forms are either
organic (natural) or geometric
(mathematical shapes, like a cube).

Organic forms can be abstract.

Negative shapes show the space
around and between objects.

Artists can focus on shapes when
making abstract art.

Using different tools or using the
same tool in different ways can
create different types of lines.

Adding black to a colour creates a
shade.

Lines can be lighter or darker, or
thicker or thinner and that this can
add expression or movement to a
drawing.

KS2 - Making skills (including formal elements)

Artists use colour to create an
atmosphere or to represent feelings
in an artwork, for example by using
warm or cool colours.

An art installation is often a room or
environment in which the viewer

‘experiences’ the art all around them.

The size and scale of
three-dimensional artwork changes
the effect of the piece.

New Drawing units for 2025/26

New and updated drawing units have been developed to reflect the improved progression in this key area. The revised
progression makes the development of pupils' drawing skills clearer and more gradual, showing how they build on their
mark-making, shading and spatial awareness across the Kapow scheme of work. This added detail supports teachers in
recognising and guiding pupils effectively on their drawing journey.

The new drawing units will replace the drawing units on
the condensed long-term plan and are available to
explore on the website now. All related documents will
be updated to reflect these units in August 2025. The
current drawing units will still be accessible in the
archive section of the website.

The following pages show the upcoming changes to the
progression pages and are provided to support
curriculum planning for the 2025/26 academic year.

The progression of making skills in drawing has been updated to ensure key skills (e.g. mark making and shading) are
continually revisited throughout the Kapow scheme, making it easier to identify how children build and develop
mastery. Progression statements have been included under 'spatial awareness' to reflect typical developmental stages
in children's drawing. These help teachers recognise how improving motor skills and understanding of the world around
them are shown through drawing.
